Dear Members and Friends, 
  
First off I would like to thank you for your financial and 
prayer support of Leverington!  We are called to give to God 
our first fruits as part of our worship; and, if our heart's are 
right with Him it will be a joy and privilege to give back 
what is His and what has come from Him.  It is an integral 
component of true worship and of a right relationship with 
God for us to give back.  We see in scripture that even the 
widow's two mites, given in faith and in acknowledgement 
of God's sovereignty, was highly valued by God. 
  

If you were with us for the congregation meeting this month, 
then you know that we are in a minor surplus thanks to the 
estate gift of the Dunlap's ('Walt' and 'Bunny').  Ignoring that 
one time benefit, we are in a deficit of several thousand 
dollars from regular offerings; which is likely to worsen as 
summer, due to vacations, is a slow giving time.  
  

Also if you were there you know that we are looking at 
building expenditures approaching $100,000 - a large sum 
for our congregation.  We will begin to show the collection 
process and have a 'thermometer-like' tracking system as 
you requested.   
  

For those of you who were not present to receive the 
financial report or hear of the building maintenance we must 
do, please feel free to contact the office by e-mail with your 
questions and Jeff Craighead, our building and grounds 
chair, or I will be happy to respond to your questions.  But it 
is clearly YOU that I want to connect with through this 
letter. 
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Even if you now worship elsewhere or have moved in your 
retirement - if you have fond memories of your fellowship at 
LP, please consider a gift for the building fund at this time.  
Also, please consider remembering Leverington in your will 
and estate.  Gifts like the Dunlap's, or Swans, Clint Miller, 
Roshon's, Roy Beaver and sooooo many others have been 
critical to our ongoing mission.  Such gifts are vital for large 
undertakings like the one we approved this month. 
  

For those of you who either were with us for the meeting or 
are still local and active attenders, please continue with your 
regular envelope giving despite the push to fund raise for the 
building.  In order for the financial position of the Church to 
not be adversely impacted we need a steady but incremental 
increase to giving - not just a shift from regular envelopes to 
building.   
  

God has blessed us with savings from the estate gifts 
mentioned above; but the building initiatives we 
approved will consume nearly 25% of our worldly wealth - 
of our existing 'savings'.  So please, despite tough times 
economically, we pray for and covet your making an 
incremental special gift or a regular offering increase to keep 
us from a severe deficit.  It would be more 'fun' to write 
about happy things than asking for your hard earned and 
limited wealth.  But if you rightly think your wealth and 
skill that earned that wealth are from God, and if you rightly 
believe Malachi and other scripture of how God will bless 
the happy giver, please consider blessing and gracing 
Leverington with gifts at this time to enable us to continue to 
serve our Lord and constituents.
